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2007 NEWS AND NOTES

TONIGHT’S GAME

The Crew returns to action tonight as it takes on Western Conference-
rival FC Dallas at Pizza Hut Park. Columbus (6-5-8, 26 pts.) is coming off
a spirited 0-0 draw at Chicago last Saturday at TOYOTA Park and is
fourth in the Eastern Conference standings, just three points out of
second and seven points behind East-leading New England. FC Dallas,
second in the Western Conference at 10-6-3, 33 pts., is coming off a 1-0
win over Colorado on Saturday. The Crew and Dallas meet for the first
of two times this season and the only time in North Texas. They will meet
again in Columbus on Oct. 6, in the Crew’s regular-season home finale.

BARROS SCHELOTTO TABBED AS MLS PLAYER OF THE MONTH IN JULY
Crew forward Guillermo Barros Schelotto was selected as Major League
Soccer’s Player of the Month for July after tallying three goals and an
assist in the Crew’s four league matches. The Crew has won five of its
last eight games after a slow start and Barros Schelotto has been one of
the keys. He ranks second in the league in assists with seven, and has
four goals in the first 14 games of his MLS career. His performance has
helped the Crew march up the Eastern Conference standings. Barros
Schelotto started the month of July with a solid performance against the
Colorado Rapids on July 4, as his work on both sides of the ball helped
earn the Crew a tie and an important point on the road. On July 7, the La
Plata, Argentina, native smashed home a 76"-minute penalty kick past
RSL keeper Nick Rimando, which was the eventual game-winner in a 2-0
home victory. The following weekend Columbus took on Chivas USA, the
club with the best home record in MLS. After falling behind early in the
contest, the Crew equalized in the 23 minute when Barros Schelotto’s
pass found Stefani Miglioranzi, whose strike evened the game. A late
own-goal sent the Crew to its first loss in five games. Barros Schelotto
gave his best July performance in the Crew’s final league game of the
month. Early in the second half a series of one-touch passes in the
middle of the field released Frankie Hejduk down the right wing. The
Crew captain sent a lofted cross into the middle of the area where an
unmarked Barros Schelotto calmly put the ball in the net with a right-
footed volley. Just six minutes later, Barros Schelotto doubled the Crew’s
lead with a sublime dipping free kick that beat Toronto keeper Srdjan
Djekanovic inside the left post. His two-goal performance earned him
Player of the Week honors.

HESMER TOPS IN SAVE PERCENTAGE, 2ND IN GOALS AGAINST AVERAGE
Crew goalkeeper Will Hesmer currently ranks as the best goalkeeper in
MLS in save percentage with a .806 mark. He also ranks second among
all goalkeepers in the league with a .89 GAA (goals against average).
Acquired in Nov. 2006 in an Expansion Draft-day trade with Toronto,
which had selected him from Kansas City, Hesmer was sidelined for the
first six weeks of the season with a right hamstring injury. Andy
Gruenebaum started the Crew’s first 10 games.

BARROS SCHELOTTO REMAINS AMONG LEAGUE ASSISTS LEADERS
Despite not being able to notch an assist in the Crew’s 0-0 tie at Chicago
on Saturday, Crew midfielder Guillermo Barros Schelotto remains among
the assist leaders in MLS. Barros Schelotto’s 7 assists in 14 games
ranks him second among all MLS players.

CREW AUCTION OFF SPECIAL ‘SOCCERAID V' JERSEYS FOR CHARITY
The Crew sported a Soccer Aid V patch on their jerseys Saturday, July
28, vs. Aston Villa FC, kicking off the unique annual fund-raising program
of the Crew Soccer Foundation that capitalizes on soccer fans’ passion
for the sport to raise money for charity. Saturday’sThe one-of-a-kind
autographed jerseys are currently being auctioned off online at
CrewSoccerFoundation.org and TheCrew.com and the winning bidders
will also have the opportunity to experience the thrill of match day at
Columbus Crew Stadium on Sept. 8, by playing a 30-minute scrimmage on
the field prior to the Crew’s game vs. the Chicago Fire. Through its first
four years, Soccer Aid has raised more than $25,000 for the Mid-Ohio
Chapter of the Juvenile Diabetes Research Foundation (JDRF), which is
the program’s primary beneficiary.

CREW DEFEAT CLEVELAND CITY STARS, 2-1, IN EXHIBITION

The Crew traveled to downtown Cleveland on Tuesday, July 3, and came
away with a 2-1 victory over the Cleveland City Stars of the USL Second
Division in a friendly exhibition. A goal by Jason Garey in the 8th minute
off a Ricardo Virtuoso assist drew first blood for the Crew, which built
on the early lead just 12 minutes later with an impressive left-footed blast
from Andrew Peterson, who opened the season with the City Stars
before signing with the Crew in June. Cleveland got out to a fast start in
the second half as just one minute after the restart, Cleveland’s Adam
Moffat fed lan Leibbrandt for the City Stars’ lone goal of the night, cutting
the Crew’s lead to 2-1.

CREW FALLS TOASTON VILLA, 3-1, IN INTERNATIONAL FRIENDLY
English Premier League side, Aston Villa FC, rounded out its North
American tour Saturday, July 28, with a 3-1 win against the Columbus
Crew at Crew Stadium. Villa got first-half goals from Ashley Young and
John Carew and survived a spirited second half from the Crew that
included a goal from Jason Garey, before Luke Moore scored in injury
time to cement the win. The game in Columbus marked the end of Villa’s
preparatory tour, which included a match with Toronto FC which Villa
won 4-2. Team owner Randy Lerner, who attended Saturday’s game,
also owns the Cleveland Browns and Villa utilized the Browns training
facilities in Berea, Ohio, while preparing for their upcoming Barclay’s
English Premier League season. It was the Crew’s first loss in five games
to an English Premier League club (2-1-2) and it is now 7-2-2 overall in
international exhibition matches.

BARROS SCHELOTTO NAMED MLS PLAYER OF THE WEEK

Crew forward Guillermo Barros Schelotto was selected as Major League
Soccer’s Player of the Week for his two-goal performance against
Toronto FC in Week 16. On Sunday, July 22, Schelotto scored twice to
lead the Crew to its fifth win in seven matches. The victory moved
Columbus (6-5-7, 25 pts) to within striking distance of the Eastern
Conference lead. A native of La Plata, Argentina, Schelotto spent 11
years at Argentine giants Boca Juniors, establishing himself as one of the
most talented midfielders in all of South America. Since signing with
Columbus in mid-April, Schelotto has helped turn the Crew into Eastern
Conference contenders. He has established himself as a multi-faceted
offensive weapon for the Crew tallying four goals and seven assists,
both team highs.

CREW, HUNT FAMILY DEDICATE FOUNDER’S PARK

The Columbus Crew, in conjunction with the Hunt family, dedicated
Founder’s Park, prior to the match vs. Real Salt Lake at Crew Stadium on
Saturday, July 7. A fireworks display followed the game in honor of Mr.
Hunt and Independence Day. Founder’s Park, a memorial tribute to Crew
Founder Lamar Hunt who died in December, replaces Monument Park just
south of the Crew Kicker Plaza. It incorporates the existing plaque-on-
rock monuments conceived by Hunt and now features a new layout and
landscape design, which was one of his interests.

GAVEN EARNS FIFTH CAREER CAP, RETURNS TO SCORE FOR CREW
The Crew’s Eddie Gaven earned his fifth career international cap on July
5, as the U.S. National Team fell to Colombia, 1-0, in the final Copa
America match for two teams that had both been previously eliminated
from advancing to the second round of the 2007 tournament. Despite a
heroic penalty kick save by Brad Guzan in the first half and a late red
card to the Colombian goalkeeper, the U.S. wasn’t able to overcome a
15th minute goal by Jaime Castrillon. At halftime, Gaven made his second
appearance of the tournament and the fifth of his career, as the former
Under-17 and Under-20 National Team star replaced Hercules Gomez.
The change combined with the halftime break sparked life into the U.S.,
who at times had the better of play in the second half. Gaven put a shot
over the cross bar after Justin Mapp served in a cross from the left in the
53rd minute, and later in the 70th minute the U.S. put together on of it's
best chances. Gaven had earned his fourth cap June 28 vs. Argentina,
coming on in the 62nd minute for Ben Olsen. Gaven returned to Columbus
in time for the Crew’s game on July 7, coming on as a substitute in the
second half and scoring the Crew’s second goal in a 2-0 victory over
Real Salt Lake.

CREW SIGNS D PETERSON TO DEVELOPMENTAL CONTRACT

The Crew announced on July 3 that it has signed defender Andrew
Peterson to a developmental contract. Peterson, who appeared in the
Crew’s Reserve Division match at Chicago on June 4 as a guest player,
comes to Columbus from the Cleveland City Stars of the USL Second



Division, where he opened his first professional season. He is a recent
graduate of Creighton University, where he was a four-year starter and
teammate of current Crew defender Ryan Junge. Rookie forward Aaron
Chandler was waived to make room for Peterson.

THOMAS MAKES FIRST START, APPEARANCE OF 2007 SEASON

Crew midfielder Jacob Thomas made his first start and appearance of
the season on June 30 against New York. Thomas, who played 67
minutes, was part of Sigi Schimd’s starting 11 after being sidelined for the
first 13 games of the season due to a left calf injury. He followed that up
by coming off the bench to play 31 minutes Wednesday at Colorado.

HERRON RETURNS FROM INJURY, NOTCHES GAME-WINNING ASSIST
After missing the previous three games due to a left hip injury, Crew
forward Andy Herron once again took the field June 30 vs. New York,
coming on as a sub in the 67th minute for Jacob Thomas. Herron’s re-
entry into the line-up came in dramatic fashion, as just two minutes after
coming on, his lofted service into the area was headed home by Kei
Kamara for the game-winning goal. The game-winning assist was
Herron’s first on the season.

MORENO STREAK COMES TO AN END

Crew forward Alejandro Moreno’s six-game streak with at least a goal or
an assist came to an end on June 30 against New York. Moreno’s six-
game stretch (5/26-6/23) is tied for the longest such streak in the MLS
this season.

HEJDUK BACK AFTER SUCCESSFUL CONCACAF GOLD CUP

Defender Frankie Hejduk returned to the Crew’s lineup on June 30 after
missing the previous four games while helping the U.S. National Team win
the 2007 CONCACAF Gold Cup. Hejduk scored a goal vs. Canada in the
semifinals and was named to the All-Tournament Team Best 11.

CREW HONORS ROSS PAULE PRIOR TO JUNE 30 GAME

The Crew welcomed back former midfielder Ross Paule on June 30 and
recognized him at a pregame ceremony for his service to the club and
many contributions and accomplishments in Black & Gold. Paule, who
was presented with a framed jersey, spent two active seasons with the
Crew (2003-04) and a third trying to come back from the concussions
that would ultimately end his career prematurely in 2005. The club’s MVP
in 2003 and a vital cog in the 2004 Supporters Shield-winning team, he
appeared in 50 games for the Crew and tallied 11 goals and nine assists.

U.S. MNT DEFEAT MEXICO FOR GOLD CUP CHAMPIONSHIP

The U.S. Men’s National Team continued their recent success over
Mexico with a sterling, come-from-behind 2-1 victory to claim their fourth
all-time CONCACAF Gold Cup championship in front of a sell-out crowd
of 60,000 fans at Soldier Field in Chicago on June 24. Despite a 1-0
halftime deficit, a confident U.S. team took control in the second half,
behind goals from Landon Donovan and Benny Feilhaber, while also
twice hitting the post. Crew defender Frankie Hejduk was named to the
All-Tournament Team, along with teammate Pablo Mastroeni. In addition to
laying claim to their third regional crown since 2002, the victory in the
2007 CONCACAF Gold Cup secures the USA's participation in the 2009
FIFA Confederations Cup, an eight-team tournament being staged in South
Africa one year before the 2010 World Cup.

MIGLIORANZI SCORES GOAL, FILLS IN ADMIRABLY AT LEFT BACK
Stefani Miglioranzi was pressed into service at left back on June 20, for
the first time since college, due to the spate of injuries, suspensions and
national-team absences along the Crew back line, and he played well.
Miglioranzi made it a truly memorable night by scoring his first career MLS
goal, which proved to be the game-winner, in the Crew’s 2-1 victory over
Kansas City.

ZAYNER MAKES MLS DEBUT

Defender Jed Zayner made his MLS debut on June 20 in the Crew’s 2-1
victory over Kansas City. The former Indiana University standout was
forced to sit out the entire 2006 season with a torn ACL and missed the
first month of this season with a knee injury, as well. Finally, after seeing
action in five Reserve Division matches this year, he made his league
debut Wednesday, coming on for Ezra Hendrickson in he 71st minute.

CREWATTACK FUELS THRILLING COMEBACK AT NEW ENGLAND

Three Crew players — Robbie Rogers, Guillermo Barros Schelotto and
Alejandro Moreno — tallied a goal and an assist as Columbus clawed
back from a 3-1 deficit on Saturday, June 16 to secure a 3-3 tie at New
England. Rogers and Barros Schelotto notched the first MLS goals of
their respective careers, while Rogers' goal was also his first as a
professional.

CREW SIGNS DRAFT PICK HUNTER TO DEVELOPMENTAL CONTRACT
The Crew announced on June 16 that it has signed defender Ben Hunter,
its fourth selection (No. 49 overall) in the 2007 MLS SuperDraft, to a
developmental contract. Hunter, who participated in portions of the
Crew’s preseason, has been training with the club again of late and had
appeared in its Reserve Division match at New York on May 20. He
subsequently played in Sunday’s Reserve match at New England, as
well. He replaces defender Brandon Moss, who suffered a season-
ending torn ACL in his left knee, on the Crew’s roster. Hunter, who
celebrated his 22nd birthday on Saturday, is a native of Doncaster,
England, and he will be classified as a youth international. Hunter spent
two seasons at North Carolina following a high-scoring, two-year career
at the University of Rio Grande (Ohio), where he led the Redmen to the
NAIA national title in 2003.

MORENO NOTCHES FIRST GOAL IN CREW UNIFROM

In the June 10 match vs. Houston, Alejandro Moreno scored his first goal
for the Crew, against the team from which he was acquired on May 9 in
exchange for forward Joseph Ngwenya. Moreno’s tally came off an
assist from fellow newcomer Guillermo Barros Schelotto, who now has
three assists on the season.

OUGHTON AND ROGERS MAKE FIRST STARTS OF SEASON JUNE 3

In the Crew’s June 3 match at Chicago, midfielder Duncan Oughton and
forward Robbie Rogers saw action in Coach Sigi Schmid’s starting 11 for
the first time this season. Rogers’ speed and creativity served to bolster
the Crew attack, opening up space in the Chicago defense, while
Oughton came up big in his first starting assignment of the year by
notching a goal and an assist, his first of each this season, in 90 minutes
of play.

MORENO VISITS WHITE HOUSE WITH EX-HOUSTON TEAMMATES
The defending MLS Cup-champion Houston Dynamo visited the White
House on May 29 -- and they had an old friend with them. Crew forward
Alejandro Moreno, a member of the 2006 championship squad, was
invited to join his former teammates when they toured the White House
and met President George W. Bush. Moreno came to Columbus from
Houston on May 9, in trade that sent Joseph Ngwenya to the Dynamo.

HERRON SCORES TWO GOALS IN RETURN TO CREW LINEUP

Crew forward Andy Herron returned to the Crew’s starting lineup
against Toronto FC on May 26, scoring both goals for the Columbus side
in the 2-2 tie. It was the first game back for Herron after serving a four-
game suspension following an elbowing incident in the April 19 game
against New England and Herron made up for lost time immediately.
Herron notched the quickest goal for the Crew so far this season,
scoring a left-footed goal in the 2nd minute off a Alejandro Moreno touch
into box, putting the Black & Gold ahead, 1-0. Columbus would again use
a Herron goal to take the lead in the 37th minute, when a Ned Grabavoy
shot was saved by Toronto keeper Greg Sutton, but Herron was there to
put away the rebound.

OUGHTON NOTCHES KEY ASSIST FOR NEW ZEALAND NATIONAL TEAM
Duncan Oughton went the full 90 minutes and assisted on the first goal in
New Zealand’s impressive 2-2 draw at Wales on May 26 in an interna-
tional friendly. The national team call-up and performance marked another
significant milestone in his remarkable comeback from serious knee
injuries and experimental surgery. Oughton was a regular for New
Zealand from his July 5, 2002 debut through his initial injury in 2004. A
second planned friendly, which was to have sent the All Whites to
Ukraine on June 6, has been cancelled.

MORENO ACQUIRED IN TRADE, MAKES CREW DEBUT

Alejandro Moreno, acquired from the Houston Dynamo on May 9 in
exchange for forward Joseph Ngwenya, played the full 90 minutes in his
Crew debut on May 12 in the 1-1 tie vs. Chivas USA. Moreno, a member
of Houston’s 2006 MLS Cup-championship team, has scored 23 goals in
126 games (85 starts) over five-plus MLS seasons. A 27-year-old native
of Venezuela who holds a green card — meaning that he is not classified
as a senior international — Moreno has yet to score in four games this



season, two of them starting assignments. He has led the league in fouls
suffered in each of the last two seasons and started all 30 games in
which he appeared for the MLS champs last year, scoring three goals
(including two game-winners) and adding six assists. Moreno enjoyed
the finest season of his MLS career with San Jose in 2005, scoring a
career-high eight goals and registering four assists in a career-high 31
games and 2,167 minutes. He spent the 2002-04 seasons with the Los
Angeles Galaxy, where he scored 12 goals in 61 games, following a
stellar four-year career at UNC-Greensboro.

CREW SIGNS D RYAN JUNGE TO DEVELOPMENTAL CONTRACT

The Crew signed defender Ryan Junge (pronounced Jung), its second-
round selection (No. 15 overall) in the 2007 MLS Supplemental Draft, to a
developmental contract on May 14. Junge, who participated in portions
of the Crew’s preseason, resumed training with the club after complet-
ing his senior year at Creighton and he has started all three Reserve
Division matches. He is scheduled to graduate in December. A 22-year-
old native of Omaha, Neb., Junge was a first-team All-Missouri Valley
Conference (MVC) and All-Midwest Region selection as a senior, having
helped lead Creighton to nine shutouts and 0.95 goals-against average.
As a junior, he was named to the All-MVC second team and was one of
only four Creighton players to start all 23 matches. Junge’s three-year
career at Creighton followed a freshman campaign at NAIA Hastings
College.

HENDRICKSON’S 23RD MLS GOAL PROVES TO BE GAME-WINNER

A year, to the day, after being acquired by the Crew via trade, Ezra
Hendrickson, a solid defender with attacking instincts, scored the game-
winning goal against D.C. United on 4/28 to give the Crew its first win of
the young season. The goal was Hendrickson’s 23rd career tally and his
second since joining the Crew on 4/28/06 via trade with Chivas USA.

MIGLIORANZI RECEIVES GREEN CARD

Midfielder Stefani Miglioranzi has been granted a “green card,” or Lawful
Permanent Residency, by the Department of Homeland Security’s U.S.
Citizenship and Immigration Services. Having attained that status, he will
no longer be classified as a Senior International by Major League Soccer
and won'’t count against the league’s roster limit of four per team.
Miglioranzi, who holds Italian and Brazilian citizenship and moved to New
York when he was 12, is in his first season with the Crew. He becomes
the second member of the Crew to receive his green card this year,
joining Duncan Oughton (New Zealand).

RECORD CROWD HELPS GENERATE RECORD $23,000 AT CONNOR
SENN MEMORIAL MATCH MAY 2

A record crowd and a record dollar amount highlighted the Sixth Annual
Connor Senn Memorial Game Wednesday night at Jesse Owens
Memorial Stadium. Approximately $23,000 was generated from corporate
sponsors, patrons and the 2,053 fans who saw Crew midfielder Danny
O’Rourke wear No. 22 with “SENN” on the back in honor of his seven-
year club soccer teammate and former Buckeye who collapsed on the
field during at game at Akron in 2001 and died later that night from a
congenital heart defect. O’'Rourke then put the jersey into the silent
auction, which helped generate the record amount for the Connor Senn
Memorial Scholarship Fund that has nearly reached the $100,000 needed
for it to become fully endowed. The Connor Senn Memorial Fund was
established by Dr. Lance Senn, Connor’s father and a former member of
the Ohio State tennis team. A native of Granville, Ohio, Connor was a
freshman walk-on defender who had earned a starting position midway
through the 2001 season for the defending Big Ten champion Buckeyes.
He saw action in eight of 10 matches, starting five.

CREW SIGNS ARGENTINE STAR BARROS SCHELOTTO

The Crew announced on April 19 that it has signed Guillermo Barros
Schelotto, one of the most beloved players in the history of legendary
Argentine club Boca Juniors, to a two-year contract. Per club and
league policy, no further terms of the deal were disclosed. It is regarded
as one of the Crew’s most significant signings ever and one of the most
significant in the league this season. Barros Schelotto, 33, has played
professionally in Argentina’s top flight for a total of 16 years, where he
scored 106 goals in 391 games (all competitions), and earned eight caps
(appearances) with Argentina’s storied national team in 1999. At the
Under-23 national team level, Barros Schelotto was a member of
Argentina’s Gold Medal-winning team at the 1995 Pan American Games.
Nicknamed “El Mellizo,” (the twin), he holds the Boca Juniors record of
15 titles and the Argentine record for the most titles ever won, with 17.
Barros Schelotto was in Columbus from April 23-25, where he was

presented to the media and attended the club’s U.S. Open Cup qualifier
on Tuesday and trained Wednesday, before returning to Argentina. He
will be honored at Boca’s game vs. Racing on 4/29 before returning to
Columbus.

CREW FALLS SHORT IN LAMAR HUNT U.S. OPEN CUP QUALIFIER
The Crew fell short in its bid to qualify for the 2007 U.S. Open Cup
tournament proper, dropping a 1-0 decision to the Los Angeles Galaxy in
a play-in match at Crew Stadium on 4/24. Los Angeles notched the lone
goal of the match in the 17th minute. A total of seven Crew players —
goalkeeper Bill Gaudette; defenders Stefani Miglioranzi, Brandon Moss
and Tim Ward; midfielders Duncan Oughton and Danny Szetela; and
forward Robbie Rogers made their first starts of the season.

BACK-TO-BACK TIES TO OPEN SEASON A FIRST

As a result of the 0-0 tie against Real Salt Lake on 4/14, Columbus has
recorded back-to-back ties to open its regular season for the first time in
the team’s history. MLS first began ending games in ties in the 2000
season. In previous seasons (1996-1999), the outcome of games tied at
the end of 90 minutes were decided by shootouts.

LAMAR HUNT COIN GIVEAWAY HIGHLIGHTS OPENING DAY

The Crew will be honoring the memory of Lamar Hunt throughout the
2007 season and Opening Day featured a Limited Edition Commemorative
Coin that was given away to the first 5,000 fans through the gates. The
piece, measuring an inch-and-a-half in diameter, was presented in a
black velvet pouch. The two-sided commemorative coin features the
likeness and signature of Mr. Hunt on one side, and the Crew logo along
with an image of Crew Stadium on the reverse. The Lamar Hunt Com-
memorative Coin will also be used for the Official Coin Toss at the start
of every Crew home game. Hunt's encircled initials are being worn by
the Crew on its jerseys this year and will also adorn a variety of other
applications, including stadium flags (north end and plaza), media guide,
credentials, season-ticket booklets and fan guides.

ALL CREW REGULAR-SEASON GAMES AVAILABLE ON TV

Every Crew regular-season game will be available live on television for
the first time ever in 2007. The Columbus Sports Network (CSN) will air
13 Crew home games, with ESPN2 and Fox Soccer Channel also
broadcasting one each. The Crew road schedule will be primarily
broadcast by the Ohio News Network (ONN), which will televise at least
10 of the team’s road games. Fox Soccer Channel will air two Crew road
games nationally and HDNet will televise the other three.

ALL CREW GAMES ON ENGLISH AND SPANISH RADIO
