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RIMANDO UNDER THE RADAR: Veteran GK Nick 
Rimando is quietly enjoying one of the best seasons in his 
now 10-year MLS career … Prior to last Saturday’s defeat 
in Columbus, Rimando had gone five straight games 
without allowing multiple goals, coinciding with the squad’s 
five-match undefeated streak (2-0-3) in which he gave up 
just three goals and notched a pair of clean sheets … 
Despite the three goals allowed last weekend, Rimando 
still remains 6th in MLS with a  1.12 GAA, while three of his 
four clean sheets (T-6th in MLS) occurred during the recent 
undefeated streak, helping increase his career total to 55 
in the category (6th place all-time in MLS, three behind 
Houston’s Pat Onstad) … With his 70th start in an RSL 
uniform on July 3 against San Jose, Rimando took over 
sole possession of 2nd place on the team’s career games 
played and started charts from Eddie Pope, and he now 
ranks behind only Andy Williams in both categories (117 
GP / 77 GS) …  
 
“HACK-A-JAVY”: The “Hack-a-Shaq” theory swept 
through the NBA ranks many years ago, but the MLS 
equivalent in 2009 appears to be “Hack-a-Javy,” as RSL 
playmaker Javier Morales continues to earn extra 
attention from the opposition … The MLS All-Star’s 44 
fouls suffered in 15 games played are now tops in Major 
League Soccer this season, three more than Seattle FW 
Fredy Montero … Morales seems to be absorbing the 
pressure better as of late, notching a pair of assists in his 
last six contests while more importantly getting back some 
of the flair in his game that helped him to a 6G/15A 
campaign and the team’s MVP award in 2008 …  
 
REAL, AIM, FIRE!: After leading MLS in shots by a 
wide margin in 2008, Real Salt Lake is primed to equal the 
feat again in 2009, as the Claret-and-Cobalt’s 236 shots 
ranks 1st in the League … The team’s aim seems to be 
improving as well, as RSL also ranks T-4th with 94 shots 
on goal, eight behind leader Toronto FC … RSL has now 
been out-shot just 14 times in its last 46 games, posting a 
2-9-3 mark in those contests, including its 2-0 win @ LA on 
6/13 … RSL’s next game saw a 2-shot effort on 6/20 @ 
Houston that was as efficient as it was stingy, but also 
marked the lowest single-game output in team history 
(previous record of 4 shots set on 8/26/06 @ NY and 
6/14/08 @ CHV), while its shot-less 2nd half marked the 
second time the Utahns failed to record a shot in a half …  
 
That match marked just the latest match in 2009 during 
which RSL has set a new high or low in shots or shots on 
goal … The 7-shot performance at Colorado on May 2 
ended a streak of 24 consecutive games with a double-
digit shot output, while the zero shots on goal established 
RSL’s record low, after posting 1 SOG five times in team 
history … That result came on the heels of RSL’s 29-shot 
performance v. New England that shattered the team’s 
previous best of 24 shots in a single-game (6/18/08 v. SJ, 
0-0 T; 9/24/05 v. CLB, 1-2 L) … When the pattern holds 
and RSL is the aggressor in shots and shots on goal, 
Head Coach Jason Kreis’ team is 13-8-12 since the 
beginning of 2008 …   

 
BORCHERS GRABS THE ARMBAND: With MF Kyle 
Beckerman serving Gold Cup duty with the United States, 
DF Nat Borchers has taken over the captainship duties for 
Real Salt Lake … The 28-year-old center-back donned the 
armband for his third League match of the season last 
Saturday in Columbus (along with June 6 v. COL & July 3 v. 
SJ) in addition to its 1-0 friendly win over Club America on 
July 11 … Borchers has been the club’s “Ironman” this 
season, as the defender is the lone man to start all 17 
games for RSL this season, and is joined by M/F Clint 
Mathis, FW Yura Movsisyan and DF Chris Wingert as the 
only four RSL’ers to appear in every regular season contest 
… Borchers also leads the team in minutes played with 
1,509, missing only 21 minutes thus far after leaving the 
contest on May 6 v. LA due to injury …  
 
HALFWAY HOME: With its win over Toronto FC on June 
27, Real Salt Lake hit the halfway point the 2009 regular 
season, and, just like last year, the squad entered the 
second half with a 5-6-4 record and 19 points, equaling the 
best first half in season history in terms of points and winning

Stadium … Not only has the streaky Movsisyan been leading 
the offensive charge as of late, but all of his points helped 
RSL garner points in the standings, as he notched the game-
winning goals in victories over Toronto and Los Angeles 
(6/13), while scoring the lone goal in a 1-1 draw with 
Colorado (6/06) and notching an assist on Fabian 
Espíndola’s tally in a 1-1 draw at Houston (6/20) … The 
defending RSL Golden Boot winner continues to set the 
team’s shooting pace, as he leads the Utah side and ranks
