PREVIOUS MEETING 
The last time FC Dallas and the Columbus Crew met was on June 
20, 2009 at Pizza Hut Park.  Dallas defeated the defending MLS Cup 
Champions 2-1.  Being down 1-0 in the first half due to a Pablo 
Ricchetti own goal, second half substitute Eric Avila scored the 
game-tying goal with a bending right-footed shot that won him Goal of 
the Week honors.  Kenny Cooper notched the game-winner with his 
seventh career PK. 
 
COLUMBUS NOTABLES 

• After being drafted ninth overall in the 1998 MLS draft by 
Columbus, Cunningham spent six seasons with the Crew, 
totaling 62 goals and 43 assists in 182 games. 

• Dallas defender Daniel Torres was with the Crew from 2001-
2003 where he totaled 25 starts in 28 appearances. 

• Goalkeeper Ray Burse attended The Ohio State University 
from 2002-2005 and often trained with the Crew during the 
college offseason. 

 
NOTES FROM THE 1-0 WIN OVER HOUSTON 

• FC Dallas (6-9-5, 23 pts.) tonight defeated the Western 
Conference leading Houston Dynamo (10-6-5, 35 pts.) 1-0 
at Pizza Hut Park. Dallas is now 5-3-3 at home this season.  

• This is the first win for FC Dallas in the 2009 campaign 
against a Western Conference team as they improve to 1-6-
4.  It now puts Dallas tied with Real Salt Lake for sixth in the 
Western Conference and four points behind fourth place 
teams Chivas USA and the Colorado Rapids.  

• Dallas has now won four straight home games and recorded 
their third shutout of the season.  

• FCD improves to 2-7-5 all-time against Houston and 2-2-3 in 
games played in Dallas.  

• Jeff Cunningham scored an unassisted goal tonight, the 
113th of his career, remaining third on the all-time MLS goals 
list only one behind Chivas USA’s Ante Razov with 114.  

• His game-winning goal ties him also with Razov for first on 
the all-time list with 33.  Cunningham now ties D.C. United 
player Jaime Moreno for sixth all-time in games played with 
307.  

• Cunningham has now scored in three straight games and 
four out of the last five. The last time a Dallas player scored 
in three consecutive games was Andre Rocha last season in 
the month of September.  

• There was only one change in Dallas’s starting lineup from 
last Saturday’s 6-0 victory over Kansas City, Drew Moor 

returned to the right back position in place of Daniel Torres 
after serving a one-game red card suspension.  

• Dario Sala made his second consecutive start since missing 
15 matches this season due to a knee injury; it was his 
second shutout of the season.  

• Pablo Ricchetti, receiving his fifth yellow card of the season 
tonight, will be suspended for the next FC Dallas match on 
August 15 at Columbus.  

• Two FCD players have now started all 20 regular season 
games: David Ferreira and Dave van den Bergh.  

• Kyle Davies would leave the match at the 59th minute with a 
right groin injury.  He was replaced by Daniel Torres.  

• Three Dallas players missed the game with injuries: forward 
Peri Marosevic (right hip), midfielder Alvaro Sanchez (right 
ankle) and defender George John (left hamstring). 

 
CUNNINGHAM STILL ON THE TEAR 
After scoring one goal in the first 15 games, forward Jeff Cunningham 
has found the back of the net in each of the past four games 
registering a total of eight goals.  He scored twice on July 4th against 
the New York Red Bulls, had one goal in a 4-2 loss to Real Salt Lake, 
and then put away a career-high four goals against Kansas City in a 
6-0 rout and scored the lone goal against Houston last Thursday.  
With his performance, Cunningham has sole possession of third all-
time on the MLS goals list with 113.  He stands one behind Chivas 
USA’s Ante Razov (114). He also passed former LA player Cobi 
Jones on the all-time list of game played in MLS with 307 which now 
ties him with D.C. United player Jaime Moreno for sixth.

SALA IN GOAL STREAK 
Since returning from injury goalkeeper Dario Sala has registered two 
consecutive shutouts and kept the opposing offenses on hold. Having 
gone 180 minutes without giving up a goal, Sala is approaching his 
personal best of 289 minutes without conceding a goal. Scott Garlick 
holds the FC Dallas record with 381 minutes without allowing a goal, 
which translates into just over 4 games of shut-out soccer.  
 
PLAYER OF THE WEEK AGAIN 
Over the past month Jeff Cunningham has solidified his name into 
MLS records book and last week was honored as the MLS Player of 
the Week for his four goals against Kansas City. This was the second 
time in 2009 that Cunningham has been given the honor and 
eleventh in his career. 
 
COME GET ME 
David Ferreira continues to be a presence around the ball for FC 
Dallas and his growing number of fouls suffered indicates his ability 
to find the ball. Ferreira has been fouled 39 times this season, 5th in

the league in that category. Oscar Pareja holds the team record for 
fouls suffered in a season with 77.  
 
COMING HOME  
Head Coach Schellas Hyndman is very familiar with the state of Ohio. 
He moved to Springfield, OH when he was eight years old and later 
would play with the American Soccer League club Cincinnati Comets 
in 1975 for one season. He also grew up playing club soccer with the 
Dayton Edelweiss Soccer Club.  
 
EAST COAST TRIP 
Saturday’s game marks the first of two straight road games for 
Dallas, and the first of three consecutive games against Eastern 
Conference opponents. Dallas is 5-3-1 thus far versus foes from the 
Eastern Conference.  
 
TWO WITH 19 
Two FCD players have now started all 19 regular season games:

BACK FROM INJURY 
Forward Peri Marosevic and defender Kyle Daives returned to the 
training field this week. Marosevic has fully recovered from a right hip 
injury he picked up while with the U-20’s last month while Davies 
returned to full training Tuesday after he was subbed out last 
Thursday versus Houston due to a right groin injury.  
 
JEFF’S GAME-WINNERS 
Jeff Cunningham scored the game-winner for FCD versus Kansas 
City, the 32tnd game-winning goal of his MLS career. The goal makes 
him second-all time behind only Chivas USA striker Ante Razov (33). 
 
UNBEATEN IN TWO 
FC Dallas is currently on a two-game unbeaten streak following a 6-0 
rout of Kansas City and a 1-0 win over Houston. Dallas found 
themselves with only the second and third shutouts of the season 
with Dario Sala back in goal.  
 
SWEEP TREND CONTINUES 
The Columbus Crew swept the 2006 season series and FCD swept 
the series the following year. The Crew again won both meetings in 
2008. In the 2009 campaign Dallas has won the first of the two 
meetings, with a win Saturday the trend continues. 
 
PABLO OUT 
Saturday’s game will only be the third time this season that Dallas 
player Pablo Ricchetti will not be in the starting line up due to yellow-
card accumulation. He missed the FCD home opener due to a two-
game suspension from last season and missed the May 9 game due 
to an injury. 
 
LAST 15 
FC Dallas has scored the most goals against Columbus in the last 
fifteen minutes with 19 goals out of 51all-time.
